However, you left out one of the most intriguing answers to the "Where did 
the Million Dollar Highway get its name" question.    Having lived in Boulder 
and traveled to that area because of the scenery you very accurately 
described, I heard the legends very early.     The one you did not mention 
was that while blasting and carving the rock out of the mountains, the 
workers noticed a fair amount of shining metal in the blasted rockslides. It 
was reported to be silver, but the small concentrations made it impractical 
to mine.   So, the legend was born that there is over a million dollars in 
silver ore in the roadbed.   Pick your favorite, or make up a couple of new 
ones, the Colorado Department of Tourism will thank you.
