We 
plan and book our Factory visits for you a year in advance.  Of course, if 
you buy a new Porsche from your dealer and have it delivered in Stuttgart 
or Leipzig, a Factory Tour is included. What is it? 
 
Of course, there are many aspects of a 
Factory Tour: 

1. The engine assembly plant? 
2. The leather manufacturing 

department? 
3. The paint shop? 
4. The 911 assembly line? 
5. The after-production QC? 
6. Etc.   

 
Given the necessary secrecy surrounding new models, there is never a 
guarantee of seeing a specific element of the Factory, although they try 
very hard to include the assembly line.  But if they have a new model run 
then it may not be included.  Remember, the word in Stuttgart is that the 
Production Manager is God – no, the workers in Zuffenhausen correct me: 



“God reports to the Production Manager in Zuffenhausen.” Of course, there 
are no pictures or recording devices allowed in the Factory.  On the other 
hand, there are no photographic restrictions at the spectacular PORSCHE 
Museum.  Not only is the admission waived for PCA Members, but you 
also get a 10% discount at the well-stocked goodie store. Plus, you will also 
find coveted PORSCHE items, clothing, toys, scale models and a myriad of 
other items you cannot get in the US or Canada.  This is my favorite 
display:  Why is this PORSCHE 956 upside down? 



After the Factory visit, lunch at the renowned Christophorus Restaurant and 

Museum visit, we completed the paperwork and picked up our beautiful 

new rental PORSCHES we had reserved for you.  Luckily everyone was 

able to get their first choice of PORSCHE model.  The wonderful rental staff 

goes over the car with you in great detail to reassure you that you are 

getting exactly what you had ordered.  Our Fast Lane Staff now placed the 

fully charged walkie-talkies in each car and - VERY IMPORTANT – has 

programmed all NAVI systems in English with every destination and also 

the intermediate stops on our planned route.
