Boxster 718, 911 Cab or Coupe, Turbo, Cayman, Panamera, Macan or 
Cayenne (first come, first served). 

2. (*) We secure reserved PORSCHE parking, especially at overnight venues – 
VERY important in Europe!  This is crucial when you take Euro Delivery. 

3. (*) We reserve THE best hotels matching your itinerary. 
4. (*) All breakfasts are normally included a la carte or with lavish buffets. 
5. All luncheons, per itinerary, at scenic venues are included.  We do not 

recommend drinking alcohol at lunch during driving days. 
6. Luggage van for your “large pieces” on the Fest and Plus trips are provided – 

your luggage is waiting for you at the next venue. 
7. All dinners, including beer and wine are included, as listed in the itineraries – 

plus the occasional cocktail party.   
8. (*) Special musical events e.g.: Mozart Concerts, Strauss Concerts, Vienna
